	1.    Healthy Start Center at Unity Health 
        System 
Recruiting for 8 weeks Healthy Pregnancy class and Breathe for Life Stress Reduction program. Offers help to pregnant and parenting women with children up to age 2 that live in 14608, 14611, 14619, 14605, 14609, 14621, 14607, 14606, or 14613. Center provides educational services, smoking cessation, stress reduction, and mental health therapy. Staying in the Range program helps moms track their weight during weekly HSC visits. Recently added a Dietician and another lactation counselor to staff.

	3. Successful Pathways & Rochester Youth for Christ
Serves adolescent parents and youth at risk of becoming pregnant aged 13-21, to help them move towards independence.  Need mentors and presenters. YFC has all-star basketball for youth ages 10-18. Provides a haven for tutoring, counseling, employment assistance and caring friendships.
4. Society for the Protection and Care of Children (SPCC- TAPSS) – Parent Support Services  
Program helps teen parents build a positive future for themselves and their children. Serves young men and women who are 14-21.  Also offers Family Talk series of workshops to help parents develop a relationship to discuss child development issues and sexual development.   
5. Monroe County WIC & Breastfeeding Peer Counselor Program
Supplemental food program that also offers breastfeeding peer counselors to assist mothers that are or intend to breastfeed. .
6. Nurse Family Partnership home visiting program for pregnant women.
7. Skip Generation – Family Resource Centers is a mentoring program that provides information, education and support to grandparents and other caregivers in the community to help them provide  for children in their care.
8. Catholic Family Center – Families Take Time Program works with families with children 0-3 years that  have been diagnosed with or at risk for developing non-organic failure to thrive syndrome. Program identifies children who are not growing at the expected rate. Families are seen in their homes on a weekly or bi-weekly basis.
9. Rochester General Medical Group at 222 Alexander Street offers multiple medical services such as OB/GYN, Pediatrics, Internal Medicine, Specialty practices. Accepting new patients. Offers free childbirth education and helps with insurance issues.
10. Rochester Primary Care Network (RPCN) help people get Medical insurance and also connects them to various resources in the community for housing, legal services, food, clothing, etc.
11. NYS OHTC (spell this out please so that people know what it is) helps Hospitals and Schools to add dental programs.
12. MCLAC (double check this acronym)Nutrition Outreach Program offers public assistance and food stamps to purchase healthy and nutritious foods to seniors, veterans, families and children. Income guidelines apply.
13. Jordan Health Link Wic provides free nutrition education, breastfeeding support, nutritious food, on-site dental screenings and cleanings for families. Income eligibility criteria apply. 

14. American Diabetes Association Program offers patient education to the community and support services to people who have diabetes. Tour de Cure event on Sunday, June 13 at Mendon Ponds Park.
15. Baby Love – Strong home visiting program supports pregnant and parenting families in the 14605 & 21 communities. New Program “Baby Love Right from the Start” connects clients with Parents as Teachers program.  Mom must be pregnant and less than 30 weeks to be eligible for program.
16. Perinatal Home Visiting Program – MCHD helps pregnant women who live in Monroe County, less than 32 weeks gestation, and with only  1 other child. Provides education and support for new families to help them to have a healthy baby.

17. 211 Lifeline – ABVI Goodwill offers referral resource information to anyone in the community. Available by dialing 211 or 211fingerlakes.org.l 
18. Monroe Plan for Medical Care offers mental health, substance abuse counseling, stop smoking program “Fresh Start” to the community.
19. Eastman Dental Pediatric Dentistry – Peds Strong Teeth program available to the community. Pediatric Dentists are trained to treat children and infants. Accepts Medicaid, CHP, and many others insurance plans. Have SMILE mobiles at various schools in the community. There is also a new Urgent Care department.
